I was having lunch with a couple of riding buddies at our 

local McMenaminõs and the topic of controlled intersections 

came up. Steve was talking about being in a left turn lane 

on the stem of a T-intersection. He said that he waited for a 

long time and the light never changed so he looked all 

around to make sure he wasnõt being suckered and then he 

treated the intersection like a stop sign and went ahead. 

Young Brian nodded enthusiastically and agreed. They 

looked at me to see what Iõd say. There was a time that I 

would have agreed as well but not any longer. I think my 

solution would have been to 

turn right and find a place to 

reverse direction legally. 

While Steve nodded in 

agreement, Brian was a little 

bit harder to convince. This is 

not to say I have not done 

exactly what Steve did. Time 

of day and the accompany-

ing traffic load are consider-

ations but ignoring the letter 

of the law (red light) might 

get you an award, or at 

least a warning, from the 

police. 

My concern was based 

around more than a citation 

or contact with law enforce-

ment. How many times have 

you read accounts of  

motorcycle vs. automobile accidents where the driver says 

he or she didnõt see the bike? I worry about the same thing 

in reverse. What if you pulled out into the traffic lane and 

had not spotted an on-coming vehicle, maybe even  

another motorcycle? Scoff if you will, but the consequence 

of being wrong is a potential disaster and the legal 

ramifications may be the least of your problems. 

We sipped our sodas and munched more artery hardening 

food. I swallowed and then offered another hypothetical. 

Letõs say you come up to a four-way stop with no other  

vehicles in sight. Do you come to a complete stop and put 

your foot down or do you almost stop and then go? Brian 

quickly answered that he would be checking the other 

streets as he slowed and then, if there was no traffic, heõd 

go ahead and go. We both looked at him for a moment 

and then he quickly added that he would have been going 

òless than one mile per houró and would not have blown 

through. I said I would always stop. The difference it would 

make in any trip would be insignificant. We both looked at 

Steve. òYou knowó he said, òI can completely stop my  

motorcycle for a second or two without putting down a 

foot.ó I knew that Steve had some experience riding trials 

bikes but I wondered if he actually could do that on his  

dual purpose scooter. Brian nodded and said he could too. 

Steve looked at me and smiled. I sure as heck know that I 

couldnõt. 

After lunch we mounted up and prepared to ride back to 

the neighborhood. On the way there is an empty grocery 

store building and parking 

lot and so I signaled and 

turned off onto the adja-

cent street. The guys fol-

lowed me into the lot. We 

defined an imaginary stop 

sign and then I led off, 

trying to see if I could stop 

without putting my feet 

down. I slowed to a snailõs 

pace and tried twice but 

was unsuccessful despite 

standing on the pegs and 

working the forks. In fact I 

spent many extra seconds 

trying to balance at zero 

miles per hour than I would 

have if I had just stopped 

with my foot down and 

started again. Steve then 

rode to the line slowly and 

stopped. It wasnõt for more than a second or two but it was 

a complete stop and his foot never touched the ground. 

Brian was next up and, with much revving of engine and 

creeping of clutch, he almost dropped his bike. Iõm sure that 

riders more skilled than Brian or I could have probably 

managed it. Maybe if we had that trials riding experience 

that Steve did we could have pulled it off. On the other 

hand it was much safer and much quicker to just roll up and 

stop completely. As we approach the summer riding season 

it is good to remember that practicing skills like slow speed 

maneuvering and panic stops hone your riding abilities. It is 

also worth your while to obey traffic control devices. Stop, 

really stop, at stop signs and donõt compromise stale  

signals. The consequence of doing so may be a traffic cita-

tion or, God forbid, something more painful and expensive.
